e Swim tests are valid for 365 days. Children with valid swim tests may
receive a swim band at the Membership Desk.
e Color bands must be worn:

o0 GREEN: Can swim anywhere

o YELLOW: Can swim in the shallow end

o RED: Can swim in the shallow end with an adult in the water

within reach

e All elementary age children (5th grade & under) must have a parent or
guardian (18+) on pool deck at all times regardless of swim level. Middle
School-aged swimmers who have not completed all sessions of their
Middle School Orientation must also have a parent or guardian on deck
regardless of swim level.
e Pool rules must be followed and lifeguards have the final say including
on all swim tests.
