e Please get equipment (kickboards, pull buoys, etc.) before entering the pool
and please put them away after use.
e To avoid accidents please get the swimmer’s attention that you are there
before entering an occupied lane.
e If 2 swimmers are in a lane they may elect to split the lane in half; use
circle swim when 3+ swimmers are in a lane.
e Children 8th grade and younger must be swim tested to determine swim
level. See Swim Test Policy for details regarding the swim tests.
e Swim tests are valid for 365 days. Children with valid swim tests may
receive a swim band at the Membership Desk.
e Color bands must be worn:

© GREEN: Can swim anywhere

© YELLOW: Can swim in the shallow end

© RED: Can swim in the shallow end with an adult in the water

within reach
e All elementary age children (5th grade & under) must have a parent or
guardian (18+) on pool deck at all times regardless of swim level. Middle
School-aged swimmers who have not completed all sessions of their Middle
School Orientation must also have a parent or guardian on deck regardless of
swim level.
® Pool rules must be followed and lifeguards have the final say including on
all swim tests.
